The Suncoast Trail was constructed as part of
Florida’s Turnpike 42-mile Suncoast Parkway through
Hillsborough, Pasco, and Hernando Counties.

4.4.5 Proposal Schedule

Proposal Schedule Narrative

Upon NTP, the design-build team will begin setting up internal project procedures, implementing the QAQC
process, and design investigation to identify any scope validation issues within the 120 calendar day window
provided in the RFP. Critical path items that will begin once NTP is given include performing topographic
surveys and confirming/modifying the trail alignment as needed for utility conflicts. Completing the survey is
critical to developing the right of way and utility relocation plans which will lead into the right of way
acquisition process. Completing the utility relocation plans will also allow the private utility companies to
develop the utility relocation plans and proceed with utility relocations.

As the survey data and data from geotechnical field investigations are attained the design-build team will
proceed with preliminary design, concentrating on items that the Contractor needs to begin construction. These
items include Erosion and Sediment Control Plans, Storm water Management Control Plans, SWPPP, major
drainage structures, Sequence of Construction, Traffic Management Plan, and preliminary trail design.
Preliminary design elements will be submitted in two stages. Right-of-Way Plans will be submitted to VDOT
for review, including all required improvements for this plan stage. Comments will be addressed and
resubmitted. The Construction Plans will include preliminary trail design, design of major drainage structures,
Sequence of Construction, and Traffic Management Plan. These will be submitted to VDOT for review. After
VDOT approves the right of way plans the information will be available to submit for the VSMP permitting.

Upon field construction mobilization, an administrative field office will be established for the design-build
contractor and the QA/QC inspection personnel. Initial construction survey shall be performed to include
staking of clearing limits, and environmental areas. Miss Utility shall be notified along with any other utility
interests within the area of disturbance. Traffic and construction signage shall be installed along the project.

The construction will be performed in sections, concentrating on bridge locations and the trail between each
bridge. Three grade crews and two bridge crews will be working simultaneously. The grade crews will begin
one operation in Section 2 and the other in Section 3. They will, respectively, move towards Section 1 and
Section 4 as earthwork is complete. Section 6 earthwork is planned to begin with the third grade crew. The third
grade crew will then drop back to complete the stone base, asphalt paving, and stabilization for the trail sections
as they are available. The bridge over 1-895 will potentially begin prior to the trail construction as this area
should not require the wetland permitting before mobilization. The timber bridge crews will begin one operation
in Section 1 and the other in Section 6. The bridge crew in Section 1 will move to Section 4. The bridge crew in
Section 6 will continue until completion of this bridge. In each section, the construction will be performed
sequentially as follows:
