• Full Depth Reclamation to 12”  
• Stabilized with Portland Cement (250 psi in 7 days) 

Contract assumes 5% cement for bidding purposes.  Contractor to provide 
final mix design 

• Stabilized 12’ lane with 4’ stabilized and paved shoulder 
• Finish with 4” Asphalt
