RE: Right of Way Use Fees
Ladies and Gentlemen:

Under State Code 856-468.1, the Virginia Department of Transportation (VDOT) is
responsible for calculating the monthly fee per access line and reporting it to all affected
localities and certificated providers of local exchange telephone services.

Annual Reports received indicate there were 2,796,635 access lines and 7,061,753 feet of
new installation as of September 30, 2015. Based upon that information, and the latest
highway mileage figure of 70,930.21, the public right of way use fee will be $1.11 per
access line for the period July 1, 2016, through June 30, 2017. This is an increase per
access line of $.06 (5.35%) from last year. With the reported .4% decrease in access
lines, the 31% increase in feet of new installation, and the calculated 5.35% increase in
access line fees, the total fees projected to be collected should remain approximately the
same as last year.

All telecommunication companies affected by this legislation should take the necessary
steps to include the charge on their billings and submit collections to the appropriate
governmental entity. Monies due VDOT should be sent using the Public Right-of-Way
Use Fee Remittance Advice form.
