The Virginia Department of Transportation and the Civil Rights Division are implementing new software that will require external access to import and track certified payrolls and payments.

You may have been hearing about CRLMS (Civil Rights and Labor Management System) for a while and the system is now ready to roll-out into production.   AASHTO has rebranded the software to the AASHTOWare Project Civil Rights and Labor™ management system, which will be called CRL as we move forward.  

Currently, there are regional training dates offered on the attached flyer for initial sessions to get everyone moving in the right direction. Please note, there is limited space available at the trainings and we request that only contractors with active VDOT projects sign-up for this training.  


Important Items to Remember!

1. The system will be used for contracts bid after July 1st, 2015.

1. Any active contracts in progress will continue their regular submission of certified payroll and payments.

1. The current regional trainings are filling up, however, each District will also be able to provide training sessions and assistance when needed.

1. There will be Computer Based Training (CBTs) available and will be provided for your own training purposes.


You will be notified when more training dates and the computer-based training modules are available.
