PROJECT DESCRIPTION

The primary purpose of this project is to reduce
congestion and traffic delays at the intersection of
Route 628 (Smith Station Road South) and Route
208 (Courthouse Road) in Spotsylvania County.

The proposed intersection improvement project
includes the construction of a dedicated left turn lane
and the extension of the existing right turn lane on
Route 628 (Smith Station Road). In addition, the
existing traffic signal at the intersection will be

replaced with an upgraded traffic signal structure.

At the completion of the project traffic delays on
Route 628 will be reduced from 4,400 feet to 800 feet

during the evening rush hour.

This project will be constructed in accordance with
the current road and bridge specifications to comply
with federal and state regulations pertaining to public

welfare and safety.

The construction will be performed in such a manner
that traffic will be maintained with a minimum of

inconvenience to the traveling public.

Environmental Review

The National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA) is applicable
to this project and a Programmatic Categorical Exclusion has
been developed in cooperation with the Federal Highway
Administration and in accordance with federal guidelines. The
NEPA document includes information from various technical
reviews including those related to natural resources, water
quality, threatened and endangered species, air quality,
noise, etc. In compliance with the national Historic
Preservation Act, Section 106 and 36 CFR Part 800,
information concerning the potential effects of the proposed
project on properties listed in or eligible for listing in the
National Register of Historic Places is also provided | the
environmental documentation.

The project will continue to be coordinated with the
appropriate federal, state, and local agencies as part of
environmental review and approval processes required
throughout project development and construction.
