Stony Point Road Roundabout 

 The Charles Town Pike traffic calming and pedestrian 
improvement project is based on Hillsboro’s 2006 “A 
Master Plan to Take Back Hillsboro’s Main Street: 
Reclaiming Historic Charles Town Pike,” which 
envisions an inviting, pedestrian-friendly 
environment through the historic center of town. It 
includes pedestrian improvements and gateway 
roundabouts to calm traffic moving on Charles Town 
Pike between Hillsboro Road and Stony Point Road. 
 
This section of Charles Town Pike has one lane in 
each direction with intermittent shoulders, curbs and 
narrow sidewalks. Vehicles must parallel park on 
shoulders or partially park on sidewalks. For some 
properties, the only place to park is along the road. 
 
Hillsboro has many buildings listed on the National 
Register of Historic Places (the entire town is eligible) 

with many buildings only a few feet from the pavement. 
Most of the right of way through town is 40 feet wide, and 
stone retaining walls, door steps and porches are located 
within the right of way in some locations. 
 
The proposed roadway is designed to avoid or limit 
impacts to numerous physical and right of way constraints 
within the project limits. Curb and sidewalks have been 
incorporated into the design, with crosswalks and traffic 
calming measures placed at specific locations. On-street 
parking is proposed at the western and eastern ends of 
town (back-in angle parking) with parallel parking at 
select locations.  Single-lane roundabouts at Hillsboro Road 
and Stony Point Road would serve as gateway treatments, 
signaling to motorists that they are entering historic 
Hillsboro. The eastern roundabout also serves as the new 
entrance to the Hillsboro Elementary School. 

Displays at this meeting show the extent of right of way 

that may be needed as the project is currently proposed. As 

the design in further developed, additional easements and 

right of way may be required beyond what is shown in the 

preliminary plans.  Property owners will be informed of the 

exact location of the easements during the right of way 

acquisition process and prior to construction. 

 

Information about right of way purchase is discussed in 

VDOT’s brochure, “Right of Way and Utilities: a Guide for 

Property Owners and Tenants.” Copies of this brochure are 

available here from a VDOT right of way agent. 

VDOT’s Northern Virginia District Environmental Office 

has initiated environmental reviews and coordination to 

obtain information about environmental resources in the 

project vicinity, to provide natural and historic resource 

agencies an opportunity to review and comment on the 

project during its development, and to identify 

opportunities for avoidance, minimization and mitigation 

of potential environmental impacts. 

 

Coordination with appropriate federal, state and local 

agencies is continuing during the design development 

process. Pursuant to the National Environmental Policy Act 

(NEPA), an environmental document will be prepared for 

this project in accordance with Federal Highway 

Administration (FHWA) regulations and will be made 

available for review and comment at the public hearing.  

The NEPA document will include information from various 

technical reviews including those related to natural 

resources, water quality, threatened and endangered 

species, air quality, noise, etc.  Also, in compliance with 

the National Historic Preservation Act, Section 106 and 36 

CFR Part 800, information concerning the potential effects 

of the proposed project on properties listed in or eligible 

for listing in the National Register of Historic Places will be 

provided in the project’s environmental documentation. 

 

All required environmental clearances and permits will be 

obtained prior to commencement of construction.  Strict 

compliance with all environmental conditions and 

commitments resulting from regulatory approvals, and 

implementation of VDOT’s specifications and standard 

best management practices will protect the environment 

during construction. 

 

Representatives from VDOT are present to discuss the 

project and answer your questions.  VDOT ensures non-

discrimination and equal employment in all programs and 

activities in accordance with Title VI and Title VII of the 

Civil Rights Act of 1964.  If you need more information or 

special assistance for people with disabilities or limited 

English proficiency contact VDOT, NOVA District Office of 

Civil Rights, 14685 Avion Parkway, Chantilly, Virginia 

The following schedule has been proposed:
