Beginning at 5 p.m. at each location the shoulder will be closed to traffic; two lanes 
will be closed beginning at 10 p.m.

CSX will be improving the 
crossing so that motorists will have a smoother passage over the rail tracks.  Standard weight vehicles should take Macedonia 
Road to Claibourne Crossing to Guinea Station Road back to Stonewall Jackson Road as a detour around the work site.

• Route 3 Widening Project 
Widening project located between Chewing Lane and Gordon Road. Estimated completion date for the project is July

• Route 208 (Spotsylvania County Bypass Project Phase II)

• Interstate 95
