Stafford County  

 

Route 218 (Chatham Heights Road) 

(New) Monday – Friday, 9 a.m. – 3:30 p.m.; motorists will be restricted to one lane periodically on Chatham 

Heights Road between the WaWa and Castle Rock Drive for a sidewalk construction project on the westbound 

side of Chatham Heights Road.   The project is expected to be complete in November 2013. 

 

Argyle Hills  

(New) Monday – Friday, daylight to dusk, crews will be paving at various locations in Argyle Hills.  Motorists 

should expect brief delays in the work zone.  

 

West Cambridge Street/King Street/River Road 

(New) Wednesday – Friday, 9 a.m. – 3:30 p.m.; motorists will be restricted to one lane on West Cambridge 

Street/King Street/River Road in the vicinity of the Falmouth Bridge for utility relocation work associated  with 

the Falmouth Intersection Improvement Project.  Motorists should expect brief delays. 

 

Spotsylvania County  

 

Interstate 95  

(New) Sunday, 8 p.m. – 6 a.m.; one lane will be closed on I-95 north and south at Exit  118 (Rt. 

606/Thornburg). Crews will be removing the debris shield from under the Route 606 bridge over I-95.   

 

Interstate 95  

(New) Monday – Tuesday, 9 a.m. – 3:30 p.m.; motorists will be restricted to one lane on I-95 north and south 

at the Rt. 606 bridge over I-95.  Crews will be inspecting the bridge over I-95 located at Exit 118 (Rt. 

606/Thornburg).   

 

Interstate 95  

(New) Wednesday - Thursday, 9 a.m. – 3:30 p.m.; motorists will be restricted to one lane on I-95 north and 

south at the Rt. 608 bridge over I-95.  Crews will be inspecting the bridge over I-95 located between Exit 118 

(Rt. 606/Thornburg) and Exit 126 (Rt. 1/Spotsylvania).  

 



Summerset Subdivision  

(New) Monday – Friday, daylight to dusk, crews will be paving at various locations in Summerset Subdvision.  

Motorists should expect brief delays in the work zone.  

 

Caroline County 

 

Interstate 95 Northbound 

(Update) Sunday–Thursday, 9 p.m. – 5 a.m.; paving work continues on I-95 north between mile marker 108 

and mile marker 110. This work zone is located between Exit 104 (Route 207/Carmel Church) and Exit 110 

(Route 639/Ladysmith). To avoid delays, motorists may exit northbound I-95 at Exit 104 to access Route 1 as 

an alternate route. This paving operation will continue through mid-October. 

 

Interstate 95 overpass at Paige Road 

(New) Monday - Tuesday, 6 p.m. – 6 a.m.; one lane will be closed on I-95 north and south at the Paige Road 

overpass located at mile marker 115.  Crews will be installing a debris shield under the Route 605 bridge over I-

95.  The debris containment system is being installed in connection the upcoming Rt. 605 bridge deck patching 

project.  Motorists should also expect brief delays on Paige Road at the bridge over I-95.  The bridge is located 

between Exit 110 (Rt. 639/Ladysmith) and Exit 118 (Rt. 606/Thornburg) on I-95 in Caroline County.      

 

Route 605 (Paige Road) 

(New) Wednesday - Thursday, 6 p.m. – 6 a.m.; motorists will be restricted to one lane on Paige Road at the 

bridge over I-95.  Crews will be patching the bridge deck.   

 

Route 606 

(Update) Monday - Tuesday, 8 a.m. – 6 p.m.; crews will be re-striping the pavement on Route 606 east 

between the Caroline/Spotsylvania County line to Route 2.  This will be a mobile operation and motorists are 

encouraged not to pass the slow moving vehicles in the work zone.

Spotsylvania County 

 

Route 208 (Spotsylvania Courthouse Bypass, Phase II)  

Construction work is ending this month on the final segment of the Spotsylvania Courthouse Bypass from Post 

Oak Road to just east of the Ta River near Lake Anna.  

 

Stafford County 

 

Route 1 Bridge over Aquia Creek 

Crews are replacing the Route 1 bridge at Aquia Creek, located just south of Telegraph Road. Motorists should 

be alert to construction equipment entering and exiting the work zone and periodic lane closures. Estimated 

completion date is August 2015. 

 

Falmouth Intersection (Route 1/Route 17/Route 218) 

Utility relocation work is underway. Motorists should be prepared for brief delays and periodic lane closures on 

Route 1 just north and south of the Falmouth intersection. Construction work will begin in early 2014.  

 

Caroline County 

 

Route 600 (Frog Level Road) 

Boot Swamp bridge replacement project is underway. Motorists will be restricted to one lane on the Route 600
